Italian Baroque composers.  The group presented its first concert in 1956, fifty-six years ago, at The 

Philadelphia Museum of Art under the auspices of the America-Italy Society of Philadelphia.  Its critically 

acclaimed free concert series has continued ever since under the Society’s sponsorship. 

 

 The Amerita was founded by Philadelphia Orchestra violinist Frank Costanzo and the Consul 

General of Italy in Philadelphia at that time, Dr. Giovanni Luciolli.  These two men thought that 

Philadelphia should have the opportunity to hear fine performances of the great music that is a vital part of 

Italy’s cultural heritage.
